The second was at Town Meeting when, in the midst of a
debate about whether to sell the Town’s antiquated road grader,
Dave politely rose to his feet and advised, “Hang on to that grader;
we can't afford to replace it, and nothing else will do it’s job.”

Late in his life, Dave’s devotion to family shined on as he visited his
father daily in the nursing home, and again as he cared or his wife,

Martha, through her extended illness and passing in 2018.
