 Gordon W. “Hutch” Hutchinson, 84, of Lawton Street, died Sunday evening at

St. Luke’s Hospital in Utica, NY. 
 Born in Pittsfield September 9, 1931, the son of Franklin and Pauline Carey

Hutchinson, he attended grade school in Lenox Dale and was a 1948
graduate of Lenox High School. 

 He served in the US Army from November 30, 1953 until his honorable
discharge with the rank of Corporal on November 28, 1955. 

 Mr. Hutchinson was employed for over 40 years by General Electric Ordnance
Division in Pittsfield and was the photo arts manager at the time of his
retirement in 1990. 

 He enjoyed driving and travelling with his wife Nancy. He played darts and
horseshoes with his friends up to the age of 80. For many years he was a
member of the Lenox Dale Fire Co. 

 Hutch and his wife, Nancy L. Stickles Hutchinson, were married March 15,
1957 and would of celebrated their 59th wedding anniversary this coming
March. 

 Besides his wife of Lenox Dale he is survived by his three children; Andrew C.
Hutchinson and his wife Nancy Beth of Lenox, Marlene A. MacFarlane and
her husband John of Lenox Dale, and Martin E. Hutchinson and his wife
Maureen of Marietta, GA; one sister Virginia Fairfield and husband Richard of
Lenox and his brother Gary Hutchinson of Humble, TX; Hutch had two



grandchildren of Marietta Ga, Hannah Q. Hutchinson and Brian A.
Hutchinson. Besides his parents he was predeceased by a sister Gail White
and a brother Duane Hutchinson.
